These camps were in the west coast, the U.S government ordered the removal of Japanese Americans in 1947. This was shortly after imperial Japan’s attack on Pearl Harbor. There were 110, Japanese Americans forced into interior camps, only 1,200-1,800 were interned in Hawaii. Franklin D. Roosevelt wanted all of the Japanese incest excluded from the entire west coast, such as: California, much or Oregon, Washington, Washington, and Arizona. There were about 5,000 Japanese Americans that volunteered to relocate. Many of the other Japanese Americans were evacuated from their homes during the spring of 1942. When President Ronald Reagan took place, he had to sign the Civil Liberties Act, which apologized a payment of $20,000 to each individual camp survivor.		Japans camp did not give much information, but there were over 127,000 U.S citizens imprisoned there. Some of the prisoners spoke of their teeth being ripped from their heads! Overall These camps were brutal, and there were so many innocent lives murdered.
